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4th & 5th GRADE HOMEWORK POLICY 


· Throughout the day students may be assigned in class assignments following teacher instruction.  These classroom assignments are considered important follow-up to instruction and help teachers guide and evaluate instructional activities. 

· Out of class homework at BES will be assigned a maximum of three nights per week and no more than 1 hour for fourth grade and 1 hour and 15 minutes for fifth grade.   This will be in addition to any unfinished class assignments.
· Teachers may require in class assignments to be finished at home if students do not finish in class.   

· Unless otherwise indicated, assignments will be due the following day unless students are absent. 

· Student grades will be lowered one letter grade if work is handed in one day late.   For example a paper with a letter grade of “A” will be lowered to a grade of “B” if handed in one day late.  The acceptance of assignments any day thereafter will be at the discretion of each teacher.

· Excused absences will be at the discretion of school/district attendance policies.  

· Students having excused absences will be permitted to make-up tests and to complete classroom assignments missed during their absences.  It will be the student’s responsibility to initiate requests to teachers for make-up work and to complete the work within three (3) days immediately following their return to school.

· Students with three (3) or more unexcused absences will not be permitted to make-up missed assignments or test given during their absences.
